Please find enclosed our manuscript entitled "Prevalence And Risk Factors Asymptomatic Carrier Extended Spectrum Beta-Lactamase Producing Enterobacteriaceae (EPE)." We would like to submit it for consideration as an original article in the Journal of Biomedicine and Translational Research.
This study's urgency is emphasized on dietary habits, wherein several Indonesian studies found a lot of antibiotic residues in the food we eat every day, where exposure to small amounts of antibiotics continuously can trigger resistance. This study aims to determine the prevalence and risk factors for ESBL-producing Enterobacteriaceae carriers related to medical history (previous intake of antibiotics or antacids, prior hospitalization), dietary habits (milk, yogurt, cheese, meat, freshwater fish, seafood, chicken, raw vegetables), and the habit of using public toilets. However, after carrying out the study, it was found that no significant risk factors were affecting asymptomatic carriers of ESBL. A surprising finding was the high prevalence of ESBL carriers found in this study, namely 66.7%. Based on this, it is necessary to have concrete, clear, measurable, and sustainable efforts, in a One Health approach, across sectors, between the public health, livestock, fisheries, and agriculture sectors to overcome this problem. These efforts require strong surveillance data and strict enforcement of regulations in the field to break the chain of EPE deployments. Where these two things are a weakness in this country of Indonesia. Therefore, prevalence data and related risk factors are needed as a basis for making firm policies that will contribute to controlling antimicrobial resistance, especially EPE.
