I would like to submit an original research article entitled “Rapid PCR-RFLP Screening of CYP21A2 Variants: Bridging Molecular Diagnostics in a Low-Resource Setting” for consideration by the Journal of Biomedicine and Translational Research. 

This study presents a quick, simple, and reliable method for detecting the most common point variants causing the most severe salt-wasting congenital adrenal hyperplasia (CAH) in a resource-limited setting. We demonstrated the utilization of polymerase chain reaction (PCR) and restriction fragment length polymorphism (RFLP) to specifically amplify the CYP21A2 gene, which causes the 21-hydroxylase (21OHD), and to differentiate the wild-type from mutant alleles using sets of restriction enzymes. The study unveiled the feasibility of performing the CYP21A2 genotyping for frequent variants causing SW CAH with only basic PCR and gel electrophoresis, thus, enabling prompt diagnosis and facilitating comprehensive personalize management.

We believe these findings will be of interest to the readers of your journal, particularly those involved with molecular diagnosis and management of CAH.
