Please kindly take into consideration the manuscript entitled “The Effects of Zinc Supplementation on Immune Response of Obese Children With Family History of Atopy” to be listed as candidate for publication in Journal of Biomedicine and Translational Research as an Original Research Article.
The study was performed due to our curiosity of increase incidence of obesity which appear in earlier life, posing the obese children to cerebrovascular, metabolic diseases and risk of allergy.  The detrimental effect of obesity frequently associated with the condition of low-grade chronic inflammation as studies showed indicated by high level of Th1-cytokine production.  From nutrition point of view, obese children also prone to micronutrient deficiency such as zinc which play role in cellular process and in development and function of immune system.  Zinc also known as anti-oxidant and anti-inflammatory agent.  Altered condition of zinc concentration will shift the balance of Th1- and Th2-cytokine production; indicated by decrease level of Th1 cytokine production but no significant impact on Th2 cytokine production.  Those paradigm attrack our intention to study the effect of zinc supplementation on immune response of obese children with family history of atopy.
The result of our study indicates that zinc supplementation play role in improving level of hypozincaemia, also alters the state of inflammation by decreasing the level of Th1-cytokine production.  We believe that our study will have an important input in the management of childhood obesity.
